o You can also search for ONIX XML data elements (eg ‘<ProductlDType>’) or by codelist

number

e Click on a search result to see it ‘in context’ with its ancestor and descendant codes
e Aclick on ‘Heading’ or a blank search returns you to the top level of the hierarchy
Click on the code or codelist number to copy the code to the clipboard
